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participants can finish one ma‘amar per month, with time to review the
ma’amar on Shabbos Mevarchim.

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Boruch Hertz.

The Rebbe said this ma’amar on the night following Yud Gimmel Nissan
(the yartzeit of the Tzemach Tzedek), which is the night of Yud Daled
Nissan (the birthday of the Rambam) in 5749 (1989). This ma‘amar is
based on the statement from the Haggadah which explains why we eat
matzah on the night of Pesach.

The Haggadah states:

On asimple level, the Hagaddah is telling us that we eat matzah on the
night of Pesach because the Jews had started making bread in
Mitzrayim (Egypt), but their dough didn’t have time to rise before they
left. Therefore, their only option was to bake unleavened bread -
matzah - after they left Mitzrayim.

However, this doesn't seem to be the actual reason for the mitzvah to
eat matzah. While the Jews were still in Mitzrayim, Hashem
commanded them to bring the korban Pesach (Pesach sacrifice), and to
eat it together with matzah. Therefore, the reason why we eat matzah
is because the Jews in Mitzrayim were given the mitzva to eat matzah
on the night of Pesach!

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If so, why does the Hagaddah say that we eat matzah due to the (later)
“circumstantial” reason - the fact that the dough didn't have time to
rise?

Commentaries on the Haggadah offer various answers to this question
according to nigleh (the revealed dimension of the Torah). However,
the previous Rebbeim - starting with the Alter Rebbe - offer a deeper
explanation according to Chassidus.

The Alter Rebbe explains that when the Torah states the mitzvah to eat
matzah, which happened before midnight (which was the time of the
plague of the firstborn), it spells the word “matzos” without the letter
vov:

However, when it describes the matzah that the Jews baked on their
way out of Mitzrayim, after midnight, it spells the word “matzos” with
the letter vov:

The letter vov is formed by starting with a yud and then drawing a line
downwards from the yud. Chassidus explains that vov has this shape
because it represents the “drawing down” of the initial revelation of
G-dliness (represented by the yud) into creation.

The Alter Rebbe explains why only the post-midnight matzah is written
with a vov:

The commandment to eat matzah stated that the matzah should be
eaten before midnight (together with the korban pesach). At this time,
the Jews were still in Mitzrayim and it was before “the King, the King of
kings, the Holy One, blessed be He, revealed Himself to them.”
Therefore, since this matzah was eaten before the “drawing down of
G-dliness” into the world (at midnight), the Torah wrote the word
matzos without a vov.

However, the possuk which describes the matzah which they baked
(and ate) after they left Mitzrayim took place after midnight - which
was after the revelation of G-dliness, represented by the vov.
Therefore, in this possuk the word “matzos” was written with a vov.

This difference between pre-midnight and post-midnight matzah also
explains another change in the way that the pesukim describe the two
“types” of matzah:

When describing the pre-midnight matzos, Hashem tells the Jews to
guard the matzos to prevent them from becoming chometz:

When dough rises, it becomes “inflated” and “puffed up”, which
represents the negative attribute of pride. The root of pride is the
attribution of one’s own good qualities to one’s own self, effectively
denying one’s complete reliance on Hashem, and - on a deeper level -
denying the fact that Hashem is the only true existence. This “mistake”
is only possible when Hashem is concealed from creation, which
enables creation to perceive itself as independent from Him.

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Therefore, before Hashem'’s true unity was revealed at midnight, the
Jews reached a level of bittul which needed to be “guarded” from the
attribute of pride. This was also reflected in the physical dough; the
dough needed to be guarded from becoming chometz (pride) because
Hashem'’s presence was not yet revealed in creation.

However, after Hashem revealed Himself within creation, there was no
longer any possibility to make such a mistake; it was obvious that
Hashem is the only true reality, which eliminates the possibility to have
pride and ego. This was reflected in the physical dough as well; it was
impossible for the dough to become chometz, as “chometz" (pride) can't
exist when Hashem'’s presence is revealed within creation.

The Rebbe explains how this difference between pre-midnight and
post-midnight matzah (from the first Pesach) applies to the matzah
that we eat each year:

This difference between pre-midnight and post-midnight matzah only
applies to the time before the Giving of the Torah. However, once
Hashem gave the Torah, our matzah which we eat each year on Pesach
has both qualities: the matzah which needs to be “guarded” from
becoming chometz (pre-midnight matzah), and the matzah which is
automatically prevented from becoming chometz due to the revelation
of G-dliness in creation (post-midnight matzah).

[The Alter Rebbe bases this on the fact that in the possuk which
commands us to eat matzah each year on Pesach, the Torah spells the
word “matzos” with a voy, implying that the matzah that we eat every
year before midnight also has the advantage of the post-midnight
matzah.]

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Based on this, we can now understand why the Haggadah says that we
eat matzah because “the matzah of our forefathers didn’t have time to
rise” (which refers to the post-midnight matzah):

Because we eat our matzah on the night of Pesach before midnight,
we could think that our matzah only has the advantage of pre-
midnight matzah. By saying that we eat matzah because of the matzah
that the Jews ate after they left Mitzrayim, the Haggadah is explaining
to us that our matzah at the seder also has the advantage of the post-
midnight matzah (because it occurs after the G-dly revelation of the
Giving of the Torah).

Until this point, the ma‘amar has been a summary of the Alter Rebbe’s
explanation in Likkutei Torah. The Rebbe now adds an additional level
of depth to the advantage of the matzah that we eat today:

In addition to the fact that our pre-midnight matzah also has the
advantage of post-midnight matzah, the matzah that we eat (before
midnight) after the Giving of the Torah is even higher than the post-
midnight matzah which the Jews ate after leaving Mitzrayim.

The Rebbe explains why this is the case:

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When the Jews first left Mitzrayim (which was before the Giving of the
Torah), they were “naked and bare” of Torah and mitzvos, which meant
that they weren't able to bring about the revelation of the “Holy One,
blessed be He" which happened at midnight through their service of
Hashem.

However, we (after the Giving of the Torah) prepare for Pesach by
learning Torah and performing mitzvos for an entire year, whis is able
to bring about an even greater revelation. Therefore, the revelation of
G-dliness in our matzah is even greater than the revelation of
G-dliness which the Jews experienced after they left Mitzrayim.

The Rebbe explains this by comparing Pesach and Shavuos:

Even though the revelation of G-dliness on Pesach is an extremely high
revelation, Chassidus explains that the revelation of G-dliness on
Shavuos (the time of the Giving of the Torah) has an advantage over
the revelation of G-dliness on Pesach. Because the revelation of
G-dliness on Pesach came from “above to below” (without any
significant preparation), the world wasn't refined to the point where
the revelation could be integrated with creation. Therefore, the
revelation which took place on Pesach was only temporary (but the
effect of the Giving of the Torah on Shavuos was permanent).

In addition to the fact that the revelation on Shavuos was more
permanent, the revelation itself was also greater:

Through using their own efforts to perform the service of Hashem
connected to the Counting of the Omer (which was enabled by the
revelation of G-dliness on Pesach), the Jews were able to draw down
the “49 gates of binah” (through the 49 days of the Omer), representing
the refinement of creation.

Additionally, on Shavuos (the 50" day) the Jews were able to draw
down the 50" gate of binah, a level which is beyond the limits of
creation.

(One could think that the 50t gate is drawn down “automatically” -
similar to the revelation on Pesach - after the Jews complete their
counting of 49 days. However, from the fact that the possuk says “you
shall count fifty days” [even though we actually count 49], we see that
the Jews draw down this level through their own service.)

The Rebbe clarifies that we are able to draw down even the highest
level within the 50t gate:

The 50" gate is compared to the sefirah of kesser; just like kesser is
beyond and incomparable to the ten sefiros and the order of creation,
so too the 50t gate is beyond and incomparable to the lower 49 gates.

Chassidus explains that kesser can be divided into two parts: arich
anpin, the lower part of kesser, and atik yomin, the higher part of kesser.
Even though, in general, kesser is beyond the order of creation, the
level of arich is the source of creation, which therefore gives it a certain

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connection to creation. Atik, on the other hand, is completely beyond
creation, and cannot be considered a source for it.

Similarly, there is a lower level within the 50™" gate that has a certain
connection to the lower 49 gates, and a higher level that is completely
beyond the 49 gates.

Through counting the Omer, we are able to drawn down the higher
level within the 50" gate on the day of Shavuos, which is even higher
than the revelation of G-dliness on Pesach.

Just like the revelation of Shavuos is higher than the revelation of
Pesach because it is preceded by the service of the counting of the
Omer, so too the revelation of G-dliness in the matzah that we eat is
even greater than the revelation of the G-dliness in the post-midnight
matzah on the first Pesach because it is preceded by a year full of
Torah and mitzvos.

The Rebbe adds an additional advantage to the matzah which we eat
nowadays (after the Giving of the Torah):

In addition to the fact that our matzah is preceded by a year full of
Torah and mitzvos, when we eat matzah on the night of Pesach, the
eating of the matzah itself is a mitzvah.

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In contrast, when the Jews ate matzah when they left Mitzrayim, their
matzah was made “circumstantially” because their dough “didn’t have
time to rise” (and, on a deeper level, wasn't able to rise because of the
revelation of G-dliness in creation), and they ate matzah because that
was the food which was most readily available. (They did have a
mitzvah not to eat chometz, but they weren't commanded to eat
matzah after midnight. Furthermore, their circumstances didn't allow
for their dough to become chometz, so no effort was required to avoid
eating it.)

Therefore, this is another reason why the matzah which we eat after
the Giving of the Torah which is connected to our own efforts in
serving Hashem - the fulfillment of the mitzvah to eat matzah - is even
higher than the matzah which the Jews ate after midnight on the first
Pesach.

Earlier in the ma‘amar, we explained (based on the teaching of the Alter
Rebbe) that the Haggadah relates our matzah to the post-midnight
matzah from the original Pesach to teach us that our matzah also has
the advantage of their post-midnight matzah.

However, based on the additional explanation of the Rebbe in the
previous paragraphs, our answer needs further clarification:

Based on the explanation above, our matzah is even higher than the
post-midnight matzah which the Jews ate during the original Pesach
(because it is a [post-Giving of the Torah] mitzvah). If so, how can the
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Haggadah compare our (superior) matzah to the “automatic” matzah
which “didn’t have time to rise"?

The Rebbe provides a basic answer:

True, our matzah is superior to the post-midnight matzah which the
Jews ate after they left Mitzrayim. However, the mitzvah of telling the
story of how we left Mitzrayim requires us to discuss the events as
they happened at that time. Therefore, pointing out that our
current day matzah is higher than the original Pesach matzah
wouldn't fit the purpose of the Haggadah. This is why the Haggadah
limits its comments to comparing our matzah to the original matzah,
and doesn't describe any unique qualities that our matzah has which
weren't present during the first Pesach.

The Rebbe provides a deeper - and more fundamental - answer:

The Haggadah tells us that “If the Holy One, blessed be He, hadn't
taken us out of Mitzrayim, we and our children and our children’s
children would still be enslaved to Pharaoh in Mitzrayim.” Because on
our own we would still be slaves to Pharaoh in Mitzrayim, and the only
reason why we aren't is because Hashem took us out, this means that
- essentially - we (independently) are still on the level where we are
“slaves to Pharaoh in Mitzrayim”. (This is especially true on the night
of Pesach, when we relive the geula from Mitzrayim.)

Therefore, even though we live after the geulo from Mitzrayim and
after the Giving of the Torah, we can still relate to the state that the
Jews were in at that point in time (because we - on our own - are
[potentially] still in that state.) Since we are still potentially in this
state, we describe our matzah as it relates to the Jews when they were
actually in this state.

Even though the Haggadah says that our pre-midnight matzah which
we eat at the seder also has the advantage of the post-midnight
matzah which the Jews ate when they left Mitzrayim (which seemingly
breaks the rule that the Haggadah only speaks about the events as
they were at that time), both of these qualities were present during
the overall process of the Jews leaving Mitzrayim:

Therefore, even though the Haggadah points out that our pre-
midnight matzah is different from their pre-midnight matzah, it only
points out advantages that existed during the original Pesach (even
through they did not exist in the same combination that we have now).
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Even though it is not mentioned in the Haggadah, our matzah also has
additional advantages:

In addition to these two advantages from the original Pesach, we also
have the advantage of fulfilling the mitzvah of eating matzah after the
Giving of the Torah. [Even though the Jews were given the mitzvah to
eat matzah before they left Mitzrayim, at the time of the Giving of the
Torah the mitzvos reached a much higher level. This makes the post-
Giving of the Torah mitzvah to eat matzah greater than the pre-Giving
of the Torah mitzvah to eat matzah.]

Furthermore, when we eat matzah it is also resembles the non-
obligatory eating of matzah on the seventh day of Pesach, which
resembles the eating of matzah in the time of Moshiach (which is also
“voluntary” because we won't need to be commanded to fulfill the
mitzvos - we will do them out of our own natural desire for G-dliness.)

[Even though the Rebbe specifically mentions that eating matzah is
voluntary on the seventh day of pesach, according to halacha eating
matzah is voluntary on all days of Pesach except for the first day.
However, since the fact that eating matzah is voluntary on the last six
days of Pesach is derived from a possuk which speaks about the
seventh day of Pesach, this shows that the voluntary eating of matzah
is specifically connected to the seventh day of Pesach (which is
connected to the coming of Moshiach, as explained in other places).]

May it be Hashem’s will that we merit the immediate coming of
Moshiach - especially considering the fact that we will now conclude
with the giving of tzedaka which “hastens the geula” (the Rebbe
distributed dollars for tzedaka after the ma’amar).

The fact that we are concluding with tzedaka (which is connected to
Moshiach) is similar to the fact that the entire holiday of Pesach
concludes with the seventh day of Pesach (which is connected to
Moshiach, as mentioned above). And outside the Land of Israel, it
concludes with “Achron Shel Pesach” (the eighth day of Pesach), a day
on which the “ray of Moshiach” is shining (which is why the Ba'al Shem
Tov would have a “Seudas Moshiach” on the last day of Pesach). This is
why the haftorah that we read on the last day of Pesach speaks about
the coming of Moshiach.
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The fact that the last day of Pesach is the eighth day of Pesach also
emphasizes its connection to Moshiach, as shown in the following
possuk from the haftorah:

Hashem will take the Jews from these eight
locations of galus and bring them to the level of “eight” (which is
beyond the level of “seven” which represents nature,) with the true and
complete geula.
